Volunteer Position Description 

 
Trail Captain 
 
To maintain the Bruce Trail and side trails in a designated section. 
 
Essential Elements: 
 

• Read Volunteer Orientation Manual. 
• Keep assigned portion of Trail in good order, approximately 3-6 km of 

main Trail or side trail. 
• Inspect assigned section of the trail bi-monthly 
• Submit reports and advise the Club Trail Director on the condition of the 

Trail. 
• Make sure the Trail is well marked with signs and blazes. 
• Do light pruning and pick up litter. 
• Where possible maintain contact with your landowners, be aware of the 

boundaries of all properties in your section. 
 

It is helpful to have: 
• Good observation skills
