Announcing the Launch of the PBTC Trail Angel Program

The Peninsula Bruce Trail Club is happy to announce that we are offering a Trail Angels program on the Northern Bruce Peninsula section!! 

The Peninsula Bruce Trail Club is now one of several clubs offering a Trail Angel service for hikers! Our volunteer drivers can offer a pick up and drop off to hikers anywhere from Wiartons’ Blue Water Park to the Cairn in Tobermory !!

The Trail Angels program attempts to match up hikers with a local volunteer driver who can help them by providing a pick-up or drop-off at a trail head. Typically, this involves a couple of hikers, or a small group, who would otherwise have to bring two vehicles to the hike the trail. With the assistance of a Trail Angel, the hikers can leave one of those vehicles at home, thereby saving some money and also reducing their carbon footprint.  Hikers may also wish to start their hike at a location where there is no parking available, so a Trail Angel would enable them to do this by dropping them off at their start point. Due to closure of parking lot at Crane Lake it is not surprising that the 3 requests we have already received for 2026 are each seeking a drop of at the gate at Crane Lake.

The Trail Angel service might also be used by a through-hiker/E2E who is backpacking the whole trail, or a major portion of it, and needs a ride into town for groceries, to do laundry or get to their camping/accommodation spot. They are incredibly appreciative of this service.

Yvette Roberts is the coordinator of the program and she has been offering TA support unofficially for the past 5 plus years. Some of our TA volunteers have also offered Trail Angel support in recent years. 
The launch of this program within the Peninsula Bruce Trail Club creates a more centralized and formalized means of assisting hikers who have typically sought rides by posting on ours and other clubs Facebook pages. Hikers seeking rides should email PBTCTrailAngels@gmail.com  Please provide as much advanced notice as possible (1 to 2 weeks preferably) to enhance your chances of an available volunteer. Your email is automatically forwarded to the coordinator of the program and you will be contacted to finalize the details.
With your request please provide the following information:
(A) Your name and phone number.
(B) Number of people in your hiking party.
{C} The date you want to hike and need a ride
(D) Time you will arrive for pick up (typically between 8am and 11am).
(E) Where you will park and be picked up. Please provide the address or road/parking lot location rather than just map coordinates.
(F) Where you want to start your hike = where the driver will be dropping you off.
(G) Will you be hiking with a dog? 

Our volunteer drivers donate their time and it is hoped that their efforts warrant a donation to the PBTC club which goes towards the costs of maintaining the trails.
